








(A) A vehicle owner receiving a notice may.
(1) Pay the assessed civil penalty pursuant to instructions on the notice; or
(2) Appear before the Special Magistrate to contest the notice.

(B) The failure to-pay the assessed civil penalty and failure to appear before the

Special Magistrate to contest the notice will be considered an admission of liability and in
such case an order may be entered against the violator for an amount up to the maximum
civil penalty, plus any administrative costs.

Section 10. Hearing before the Special Magistrate.

(A) The Town's Code Enforcement Special Magistrates are authorized to hold hearings
related to the enforcement of this article. A hearing shall be scheduled for all notices for
which the vehicle owner timely requests an administrative hearing.

(B} Upon receipt of the named violator’s timely request for an administrative hearing, the
Town shall schedule a hearing before the Special Magistrate pursuant the Town Code.
Notice of hearing shall be provided to the vehicle owner pursuani to the notice provisions
contained in the Town Code.

(C)-The-hearing-shall-be-held -pursuant-to- the procedures-set forth-in-the.-Town-Code, The-. - .

Traffic Control Infraction Review Officer may testify at the hearing. The vehicle owner may
present testimony and evidence.

(D) Recorded images indicating a red zone infraction, verified by the Traffic Control
Infraction Review Officer, are admissible in any proceeding before the Town’s Special
Magistrate to enforce the provisions of this article, and shall constitute prima facie evidence
ofthe violation.

(E) Unless an affidavit is provided pursuant to Section 11, it is presumed that the person
registerad as the vehicle owner with the Florida Department of Motor Vehicies or any other
state vehicle registration office, or an individual having the owner's consent, was operating
the vehicle at the time of a red zone infraction.

Section 11. Vehicle Owner Affidavit of Non-Responsibility.

(A) In order for the vehicle owner to establish that at the time of the red zone infraction, the
motor vehicle was in the care, custody, or control of another person without the consent of
the registered owner or that the vehicle was subject to a short term (less than six months)
car rental agreement with a car rental agency licensed as required by applicable Florida
law, the vehicle owner is required to furnish to the Town, within 20 days from the date listed
on the notice, an affidavit setting forth the circumstances demonstrating, either:

(1) that the motor vehicle was not in the vehicle owner's care, custody, or control,
and was not in the care, cusiody or caontrol of another person with the vehicle
owner's consent or



(2) that the motor vehicle was subject to a short term (less than six months) rental
agreement between a car rental agency receiving the notice and the vehicle
operator and provide a true and correct copy of the short term car rentaf agreement,
as applicable. The affidavit must be executed in the presence of a notary, and
include:

(a) If known to the vehicle owner, the name, address, and the driver's license
number of the person who had care, custody, or control of the motor vehicle,
without the vehicle owner's consent , at the time of the alileged red zone
infraction; or

{b) The name, address and drivers license humber of the person who rented
the motor vehicle from the car rental agency which has received the notice, at
the time of the alleged red zone infraction; or

(c) If the vehicle was stolen, the police report indicating the vehicle was stolen
at the time of the alleged red zone infraction; and

(d) The following language immediately above the signature line: "Under
penalties of perjury, | declare that | have read the foregoing affidavit and that
the facts stated in it are true."

(e) Upon timely receipt of a sufficient affidavit pursuant to this section, any

prosecution—of-the—notice—issued-to-the-vehicle-owner-shall-be—terminated—— — ———
Proceedings may be commenced by the Town against the responsible person

identified in the affidavit, and in such event, the responsibie person shall be

subject to the same process and procedures which are applicable to vehicie

DWNers.

Section 12. Administrative Charges.

In arddition to the penalty pursuant to Section 15 herein, administrative charges may be
assessed pursuant to the Town Code in the event of a hearing and/or the necessity to
institute collection procedures arises, '

Section 13. Collection of fines.

Collection of finés shall be accomplished pursuant to the Town Code,

Section 14, Exceptions,

This article shall not apply to red zone infractions inveolving vehicle collisions or to any
authorized emergency vehicle responding to a bona fide emergency,; nor shall a notice be
issued in any case where the operator of the vehicle was issued a citation for violating the
state staiute regarding the failure to stop at a red light indication for the same event or
incident.

Section 18, Penalty.

A viotation of this article shall be deemed a non-criminal, non-moving violation for



which a civil penalty, as proscribed in this Ordinance, shall be assessed. As the violation
relates to this Section and not to the Florida Statutes, no points as otherwise provided in
F.S. § 322.27, shall be recorded on the driving record of the vehicie owner or responsible

party.
Section 16. Fees for Violations.
Fees for violation of the Signalized Intersection Safety regulations are as follows:
(1) $125.00 first offense
(2) $250.00 second offense
(3) $500.00 each additional offense
Section 17. Enforcement.
This article may be enforced by any other means available to the Town.
Section 18. Signage.
The Town may, to the extent practicable, at the ptimary motor vehicle entry points to the
Town, cause to be erected and maintained signs to provide notice of this article. Failure to
erect, maintain or create these sighs shall not invalidate or impair any enforcement of this

article.

Section 19. Severability.

The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable, and if any section,
sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance shall for any reason be heid to be invalid

or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections,
sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but they shall remain in effect, it being
the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the invalidity of any
part.

Section 20. Inclusion in the Code.

it is the intention of the Town Commission, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of
this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of the Town of Lady Lake,
that the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or relettered to accomplish such
intentions; and that the word "Ordinance" shall be changed to "Section” or other
appropriate word.

Section 21. Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption by the Town Commission of Town
of Lady Lake, Florida as provided by law.

A RESOLUTION GRANTING A VARIANCE FROM THE PROVISIONS OF
CHAPTER 17, SECTION 3.E.1.d, OF THE TOWN OF LADY LAKE LAND
DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS WHICH STATE THAT ON-PREMISES
SIGNS SHALL BE LOCATED WHOLLY WITHIN THE PREMISES AND
SHALL MAINTAIN A FIVE (5) FOOT SETBACK FROM THE RIGHT-OF-
WAY/PROPERTY LINE TO THE NEAREST POINT OF THE SIGN. THE
VARIANCE REQUEST IS THE RESULT OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF
TRANSPORTATION’S NEED FOR FUTURE RIGHT-OF-WAY
IMPROVEMENTS OF HIGHWAY 27/441. DUE TO THIS NEED, THE
SETBACK FOR THE EXISTING MONUMENT SIGN FOR THE LADY LAKE
UNITED METHODIST CHURCH WILL BE REDUCED TO 3.4 FEET FROM
THE NEW RIGHT-OF-WAY/PROPERTY LINE OF HIGHWAY 27/441, ON THE
PROPERTY OWNED BY LADY LAKE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH AND
LOCATED AT 115 W. MCCLENDON STREET, WITHIN THE TOWN LIMITS
OF THE TOWN OF LADY LAKE, FLORIDA.

WHEREAS, Lake County, a Political Subdivision of the State of Florida on
behalf of The Lady Lake United Methodist Church, the owner of certain real property
located in the Town of Lady Lake, Florida, more particularly described in Exhibit “A”.

WHEREAS, the Property Owner petitioned for a variance from the provisions of

- Chapter 17, Section 3.E.1.d, of the Town of Lady Lake Land Development Regulations,

which state that on-premises signs shall be located wholly within the premises and shall
maintain a five (5) foot setback from the right-of-way/property line to the nearest point of
the sign. The variance request is the result of Florida Department of Transportation’s
need for future right-of-way improvements of highway 27/441. Due to this need, the
setback for the existing monument sign for the Lady Lake United Methodist Church will
be reduced to 3.4 feet from the new right-of-way/property line of Highway27/441, on the
property owned by Lady Lake United Methodist Church and located at 115 W.
McClendon Street, within the town limits of the Town of Lady Lake, Florida.

WHEREAS, the Town Commission of the Town of Lady Lake held a public
hearing to consider the variance request and having heard evidence and testimony on said
request, found it to be consistent with the Lady Lake Comprehensive Plan and

requirements for variances set forth in the Land Development Regulations of the Town of
Lady Lake.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Commission
of the Town of Lady Lake, Florida, hereby grants a variance from the provisions of
Chapter 17, Section 3.E.1.d, of the Town of Lady Lake Land Development Regulations,
which state that on-premises signs shall be located wholly within the premises and shall
maintain a five (5) foot setback from the right-of-way/property line to the nearest point of
the sign. The variance request is the result of Florida Department of Transportation’s
need for future right-of-way improvements of highway 27/441. Due to this need, the
setback for the existing monument sign for the Lady Lake United Methodist Church will
be reduced to 3.4 feet from the new right-of-way/property line of Highway27/441, on the
property owned by Lady Lake United Methodist Church and located at 115 W.
McClendon Street, within the town limits of the Town of Lady Lake, Florida.
